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DISTANCE LEARNING SESSION DETAILS FOR PARTICIPANTS

The FADCP and the OSCA are developing a distance learning session to be held on Wednesday, October 27th.  The Seventh Judicial Circuit’s St. Johns County Drug Court in St. Augustine has graciously agreed to host the event with Judge Wendy Berger presiding. The 2010 Florida Drug Court Statewide Distance Learning Session will be conducted by Michael Nerney, a consultant in substance abuse prevention and education. Michael Nerney is an internationally known dynamic lecturer and has served as a consultant to a number of federal and state agencies whose expertise covers substance abuse prevention and education, current drug trends and latest research findings linking substance abuse to behavior.  
Mr. Nerney will focus his presentations in three areas. The morning session scheduled from 9:00 am to 11:45 am ET will cover “Current Drug Trends and Linkages to High Risk Behavior”.  The afternoon sessions scheduled from 1:30 pm to 5:00 pm ET will focus on “Co-Occurring Disorders” and “Latest Research Findings” related to linkages of substance abuse to high risk behavior, changes in the brain which demonstrates treatment effectiveness, and research related to gambling and Parkinson’s treatment.  Participants will have the option of viewing the entire training or just the morning or afternoon presentations. At the conclusion of Mr. Nerney’s morning presentation from 11:45 am to 12:00 pm, there will be a brief “Florida Drug Court Update” presented by Judge Jack Espinosa, Jr., Chair, FADCP.  This update will provide information regarding initiatives for the coming year. 
The distance learning session will be presented through the court’s videoconferencing network and will be interactive, which will enable participants to pose questions via e-mail.  There is no cost to participate in this training event.  To determine if your jurisdiction is planning to participate in the training sessions, see the attached list of participating circuits and liaison contacts for each circuit/county. You must register for each training session by contacting the liaison responsible for coordinating the session in your jurisdiction. The deadline for registration information to be submitted to your circuit liaison is Wednesday, October 15, 2010.  Please be sure to contact your liaison before this date to register.  The liaison will provide participants with all training materials, agendas and related information for the distance learning session.
